
What instruments are accepted? 
HYS accepts violin, viola, cello, bass, flute (piccolo), oboe, clarinet, bassoon, horn, trumpet, trombone, 
baritone, tuba, percussion, and harp.  Auditions for piano and saxophone are not held, but HYS offers a 
summer program, Pacific Music Institute, that accepts these instruments. 
 

Can I audition for two instruments? 
You may audition for more than one instrument, but you must send in separate applications and fees for 
each instrument. 
 

How do I know which group to try out for? 
Refer to our age eligibility criteria and consult with your private teacher.  The following short descriptions 
may help. 
 

YSI students tend to have 4 to 6 years of experience.  This group performs major symphonic works by 
Tchaikovsky, Beethoven, Rachmaninoff, etc. 
 

YSII students tend to have 3 to 5 years of experience.  This group performs less difficult symphonic 
works by Tchaikovsky, Beethoven, Rachmaninoff, etc. 
 

CO students tend to have 2 to 4 years of experience.  This group performs abridged versions of sym-
phonic works. 
 

What music do I play? 
The highest group you are auditioning for determines what music you must play.  It is your responsibility 
to ensure that you have all the required music.  Use the following table to find your requirements:

When are rehearsals? 
Rehearsals are held every Sunday from September through May in the University area for YSI and YSII. 
CO rehearsals will be held at Niu Valley Middle School from 12—2 pm winds/percussion and          
1—3 pm all strings (times are tentative).  Students are expected to attend all rehearsals and concerts. 
 
If I am accepted, how much does it cost? 
In order to provide quality programs, HYS spends over $1200 per student.  However, the 2007-2008 
anticipated registration fee per student is $300 for the full season.  Financial aid information is avail-
able upon registration.   
 
Do I have to take private lessons? 
Yes, private lessons are required.

1.  You are taking the SAT test 

If you expect your audition time to be on June 2nd and you are taking the SAT, please include this information on your applica-
tion.  You will be scheduled in the afternoon. 

2.  You have prior commitments or live off-island 

If you know that you can’t make the appropriate audition day due to conflicts, you will need to audition early.  This means that 
you will need to be taped by one of our music staff during the week of May 28.  This option requires an additional $10 fee.   

If you live off-island and absolutely can’t come to auditions, you must arrange to record the audition music.  Your tape must be 
received by June 1.  This option also requires the additional $10 fee. 

Audition tapes will be played during live audition times.  Call HYS at 941-9706 for more info. 

NO LATE AUDITIONS ARE ALLOWED.

3. Prepare audition music.  It is your responsibility to ensure that you have all the required audition music.   
4. Inform HYS of any changes to application data ASAP or by May 14. 
5. Check in 30 minutes prior to his/her assigned audition time at the University of Hawaii Music Department.  Times 

and directions will be mailed or emailed no earlier than May 24. 
6. Have music and all accessories on hand upon check-in. 
7. Be ready-to-go at audition time. 
8. Enjoy making music!

2007-2008 Audition Policies & Deadlines 

AUDITION DAYS & TIMES 
All auditions will be held at the University of Hawaii Music Department.  YOU ONLY NEED TO AUDITION ONCE.  The highest 
group you are auditioning for determines which day your audition is held.  For example, if you are auditioning for YSI & YSII, you 
will audition during the YSI time only, but will play all required excerpts at that time.  The exact time of your audition will be as-
signed, then mailed or emailed to you no earlier than May 23.

May 4: APPLICATIONS DUE 

Applications with a $25 application fee must be received in our office by 5 pm.  Add $10 if you need to schedule/submit a tape. 
 

May 5 — 21: LATE APPLICATIONS 

Late applications are accepted with a $35 application fee IF RECEIVED BY 5 PM ON MAY 21.  Add $10 for a tape audition. 
 

Approximately May 24: AUDITION TIMES 

Your audition times will be mailed or emailed to you.  Tape audition times will be scheduled via phone. 
 

Week of May 28: TAPE AUDITIONS 

Tape auditions will be held with a member of HYS music staff.  Self-taped auditions are due to the office by June 1.
