CONCERT STRING ORCHESTRA & STRING ORCHESTRA ENSEMBLE
AUDITION POLICIES 2010-11

ELIGIBILITY FOR CONCERT STRING ORCHESTRA / STRING ORCHESTRA ENSEMBLE:

Concert String Orchestra (CSO) or String Orchestra Ensemble (SOE) students must have turned
eight (8) years old before August 1, 2010. This means that you must have been born before
August 1, 2002. HYS will verify eligibility.

Most CSO/SOE students have a minimum of two years of experience. However, this is not a
requirement. Consult with your private teacher to determine if you are ready to audition. If you decide
not to audition for CSO/SOE, please call our office at 941-9706 to inquire about Intermediate Strings
Ensemble (ISE) or Beginning Strings Ensemble (BSE). No audition is required for these groups, but
you must be eight (8) years old before August 1, 2010.

CONCERT STRING ORCHESTRA/STRING ORCHESTRA ENSEMBLE INSTRUMENTATION

HYS accepts the following instruments into CSO/SOE: violin, viola, cello and bass.

AUDITION SCHEDULE

You will receive natification of your audition time, by USPS mail or email, on approximately August 13,
2010. Auditions will be held at University of Hawaii Music Department on Sunday, August 22.
Auditions will begin at 8:30 a.m. and will end in the afternoon. Practice areas will be assigned upon
check-in. You must play all of the audition music you receive. No walk-in applicants will be

accepted.

FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS

What group can | audition for?

Once you have completed your audition on August 22 the conductors will decide, based on your
audition scores, which group you will play in, whether it is in CSO, SOE or Intermediate Strings
Ensemble (ISE). You will be notified by mail of the audition results.

When will the audition music be available?

The audition music will be available on our website at www.HiYouthSymphony.org starting Tuesday,
July 27, 2010, by 5:00 pm. If you don’t have internet access, you may send a self-addressed, stamped
envelope, and we will mail the music to you on July 27.

What if | played in CSO or SOE last year?
You must re-audition for your seat in the orchestra. Acceptance into CSO/SOE will be based on your
current level of playing, not prior membership in the orchestra.

How do | know if | have to pay the audition fee?
If you auditioned earlier this year for Concert Orchestra or Youth Symphony Il, you do not have to pay
again for this audition.

How will I be informed about the orchestral am in?
You will receive a letter through USPS mail. PLEASE DO NOT CALL THE HYS OFFICE FOR YOUR
AUDITION RESULTS.

What is the registration fee?

You must be accepted into CSO or SOE in order to register for those orchestras. The registration
fee for the 2010-2011 season is $310, if received at the HYS office no later than September 1 by

5 pm, and $345, if received at the HYS office after September 2. The registration fee must be paid in
full before the first rehearsal on September 4.

Is financial aid available?
If funds are available, you will get more information at the time of registration.

When does CSO rehearse?

Rehearsals are held every Saturday from 2:00 — 3:45 pm at the Boy’'s and Girl's Club of Hawaii
Spalding Clubhouse, at Washington Middle School, from September 2010 through April 2011. The
season ends with the Spring Concert scheduled for April 23, 2011.

When does SOE rehearse?

Rehearsals are held every Saturday from 12:15 — 1:45 pm at the Boy’s and Girl’s Club of Hawaii
Spalding Clubhouse, at Washington Middle School, from September 2010 through April 2011. The
season ends with the Spring Concert scheduled for April 23, 2011.

What if | need an instrument?

Violins, violas, cellos, and basses are available for rent for the season, which is September to May.
Violins and violas can be rented for $135 per season. Cellos and bases can be rented for $180 per
season. More information will be available at the time of registration.
